1. Commission review and action regarding Liquor and Gaming Licenses submitted to
The Village of Cherry Valley for FY 2016-2017. (Motion to send licenses reviewed to
the Village Board for approval). Chairman Jim E. Claeyssen referred the
commissioners to the FY2016-2107 Liquor and Gaming Licenses Spreadsheet. (See
attachment). The spreadsheet shows applications for liquor licenses as well as for
gaming licenses. All liquor licenses have been reviewed and signed off by Chief
Neville and all fees have been paid.

Trustee Hollembeak asked if there have been any problems with any applicants in
the last year. Chairman Claeyssen stated that there has not been any problems
reported to him by Chief Neville.

Trustee Hollembeak moved to send to the Village Board Meeting on April 19, 2016
an approval for the liquor and gaming licenses for fiscal year 2016-2017 as
presented.

2. Commission discussion regarding a regional liquor licensee meeting on May 23, 2016.
The State of Illinois Liquor Control Commission is mandating that all our liquor
licensees attend a meeting on May 23, 2016 at the Northwest Community Center in
Rockford, IL. If proof of BASSET (Beverage Alcohol Seller/Server Education &
Training) certification is provided prior to the date of the meeting in May they do
not have to attend this meeting. The Village will customize the sample letter that
was sent out by the State and send it out to our Liquor License Holders after the
licenses are approved at the Village Board Meeting on April 19, 2016.

Trustee Maitland asked if this class is mandated by the State will there be any
penalties for non-compliance. Chairman Claeyssen stated that the letter does not
mention any penalties but we will find out. Attorney Burke stated that it doesn’t
look like it is required that the licensee be present at this meeting, just be BASSET
certified by July 1, 2016.

Trustee Hollembeak asked if a licensee cannot make the meeting in May where can
they go for training. Chairman Claeyssen said that they can contact the Illinois
Liquor Control Commission to find out.

Anyone that serves alcohol will need to be BASSET certified.

An ordinance does not have to be adopted since this is a State Mandated
Certification.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT: No report.

ADJOURNMENT: Seeing there is no other business, Chairman Jim E. Claeyssen
entertained a motion to adjourn. Trustee Hollembeak moved to adjourn at 6:44 PM.
Trustee Maitland seconded. All “Aye”; none opposed. Motion carried.
