1. Chairman Belt moved to send to the Village Board for approval on June 21, 2016 

Ordinance 2016-24 Granting a Variance under Section 82-7 (e)(5)(b) of the Code of 

Ordinances for the Village of Cherr y Valley, Illinois, to allow the construction of a 

seven foot (7õ) privacy fence constructed  on the rear of the lot on property 

commonly known as 117 South Cherry Street, Cherry Valley, Illinois .  Trustee 

Hollembeak seconded. All òAyeó; none opposed. Motion carried by voice vote.  

 

2. Committ ee discussion regarding the Ordinance 2016-23 Prevailing Wage Ordinance.  

Attorn ey Sosnowski highlighted Page #1 & Page #2 which stated é. To be the same 

as the prevailing rate of wages for construction work in Winnebago and Boone 

Counties area as determined by the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois as 

of July 2015 which is the most current published copy.  She explained since there 

is no State Budget approval this is so noted in t hat wording and may change upon 

budget approval.  
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Chairman Belt moved to send to the Village Board June 21, 2016 for approval 

Ordinance 2016-23 An Ordinance of the Village of Cherry Valley, Winnebago and 

Boone Counties, Illinoi, ascertaining the prevailing rate of wages for laborers, 

workmen and mechanics employed on public works of said village.  Trustee 

Hollembeak seconded.  All òAyeó; none opposed.  Motion carried by voice vote.   

 
3. Discussion regarding Village Zoning Permit fees (Ordinance & Resolution).  

Attorney Sosnowski indicated she believes, with the help of staff, that all Village 

Zoning permit fees are included in this document.  If not, the documents can be 

revised as needed.   

 

Chairman Belt moved to send to the Village Board June 21, 2016 for f irst reading 

Ordinance #2016- An Ordinance of the Village of Cherry Valley, Illinois amending 

multiple provisions of the Village Code of Ordinances regarding various zoning, 

land use, and development permit fees.  Trustee Maitland seconded.  All òAyeó; 

none opposed.  Motion carried by voice vote.   

 

Chairman Belt moved to send to the Village Board June 21, 2016 for first reading 

Resolution 2016- establishing zoning permit fees.  Trustee Hollembeak seconded. 

All òAyeó; none opposed.  Motion carried by voice vote.    

 

4. Committee discussion regarding Liquor License Fees ð Chapter 10 Alcohol.    

Discussion took place regarding a place of business that does not sell food should 

they be allowed to serve a glass of wine to its patrons.  For example, Asha Salon 

has indicated interest in serving a g lass of wine with pedicure & manicure services.  

Attorney Sosnowski suggested the Village of Cherry Valley c ould have an Ordinance 

to regulate this type of service.  She noted a liquor license is only required if the 

business is selling alcohol. Trustee Maitland noted if itõs not regulated by state 

liquor laws he would not be interested in exploring.   

 

Discussion also took place concerning settin g a set fee each year or a percentage 

fee yearly.   

Consensus was to table  this item  for further discussion until the next Ordinance 

Committee  Meeting.
