1. Village Board discussion regarding health and dental insurance plans for the 

upcoming enrollment period of 2016-2017 for the Village of Cherry Valley; 
Presentation by Michele Kimes of CoyleKILEY Agency, Inc. Michele Kimes of 
CoyleKiley Agency presented the options for the Heathcare Renewal for December 
1, 2016.  Ms. Kimes stated that Blue Cross Blue Shield of Illinois is offering the Village 
the opportunity to renew the current healthcare plans for the upcoming year.   
There has been an increase of approximately 5.46% over last year. The only change 
would be to the deductible for the HSA Account, it would increase from $2,500 per 
person and $5,000 per family to $2,600 per person and $5,200 per family. Ms. Kimes 
also  shared the rates and insurance coverages from Aetna, United Helathcare and 
Humana insurance companies. Treasurer Melloch passed out a spreadsheet showing 
the actual costs of each plan and if the Village would renew the current plans with 
Blue Cross Blue Shield of Illinois. After much discussion the decision was to renew 
the current healthcare plans with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Illinois.  Trustee 
Hollembeak thanked Michele Kimes and Karen Melloch for all their work.
